We will also be offering a number of FIELD TRIPS this summer to various fun and educational sites. We’'ll have chartered
buses ready and waiting to take the children. Each trip will be a blend of education and fun. Please see the attached sheet
for more information.

PROGRAMS OFFERED

Partial Day This schedule, available for either primary or elementary children, includes the 8:15-11:30
morning work period with the Montessori Materials, and snack time. For this session,
children must be picked up by 11:30 a.m. unless they are participating in a field trip.

Full Day This schedule includes all of the above plus lunch time and an afternoon work period with the
Montessori Materials. Primary classes end at 2:15 and elementary classes end at 3:00. The
Full Day session is especially well suited to continuing students and older children who can apply
themselves to longer stretches of work.

ummer School operates from June 15th through July 24th. We will be closed Friday, July 3rd. There will be

extended day care offered for summer school at the same rates as the regular session. You may drop off your child

as early as 7:00 a.m. at no additional charge. Extended day care in the afternoon is provided at the rate of $1.50 per
hour (or fraction thereof) after 3:00 p.m. until closing time of 6:00 p.m. A charge of $5.00 per quarter hour after 6:00 p.m. will apply.

Continuing students may divide the tuition into two payments: the first payment is due on Friday, June 5th, the second payment is
due on Friday, July 10th. For new students, the entire tuition is due on Friday, June 5th. Summer school applications are due

April 17th.

Are you planning a vacation during summer school? If your child is a continuing student from the 2008-2009 school year, he or she
may attend the other (non-vacation) weeks on a prorated basis, and you will be charged only for those weeks he or she attends.
This is available for full weeks only - no partial weeks or daily proration. However, to qualify for summer prorated tuition, parents of
continuing students must submit a vacation schedule along with their application form by April 17th. Any weeks subsequently
requested will not qualify for the proration. Parents of hew students are responsible for the tuition for the entire six weeks, and may
not prorate tuition even if their child is withdrawn prior to the end of the session.

Please fill out the enclosed Summer School Application Form and return it with a $50 deposit (non refundable) which is credited
to tuition. Children who are enrolling in the School for the first time must also include with their tuition payment the new student
application and the $100 application fee.

Tuition rates for the entire six weeks (29 school days) are:

Partial Day: $900 Full Day: $1100 Day Care: $1.50 an hour

Sibling discounts: 15% for second child, 25% for third.
